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Message from Rabbi Gamer

IT IS NEVER TOO EARLY
TO THINK ABOUT PURIM!

Purim is coming! This year Purim falls on
Wednesday night March 7 and Thursday,

March 8. The sages were so enamored with the
holiday of Purim that they declared, “From the
beginning of Adar [the month in which Purim
falls], we increase our happiness.” On Purim we
celebrate the deliverance of the Jewish people from the clutches of
destruction by the wicked Haman. Children particularly love the holiday
because of the nature of the story of Queen Esther, the merriment with
which we celebrate the holiday and, of course, the hamentashen.

One of the mitzvot associated with Purim is the giving of mishloach
manot (or shlach manos as some would say!), the “giving of gifts,”
which is almost always food. The commandment comes from the book
of Esther itself. Toward the end of the book, after the victory of the
Jews has been complete, we read that the Jews, “make it a day of
merrymaking and feasting, and as a holiday and an occasion for
mishloach manot [sending gifts] to one another (Esther 9:19)”. Because
the verse says, “manot,” “gifts” in the plural and a term associated with
food gifts specifically, we are commanded to send at least two types of
food. While some people give very elaborate mishloach manot, this is
not a requirement.

This year, in an effort to try to have as many people involved in fulfilling
this mitzvah, our congregation will be relaunching our MISHLOACH
MANOT PROGRAM. Our hope is to make it easier for all to fulfill this
wonderful mitzvah and to touch the lives of as many of our congregants
as possible. Look for information and order forms in this issue of HaKol.

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From the President ... Mandy Garver

= —

I'm writing this article from the best place inthe |
world a Jew can be — Jerusalem in Eretz Israel.
We've been to Israel many times, and each time,
we discover new wonders in our

homeland. For many of us with relatives in Israel,
our journeys here strengthen the ties we have
with the Israeli mishpacha and through them,
with the land.

This was a long trip for us — almost a month —and

because our children came at different times, we ended up in

Jerusalem three times, this one being our last. We've been back to
Mishkanot Sha’ananim, Yemin Moshe, honoring the memory of Moses
Montefiore and to the Tower of David Museum, with its rich and tragic
history of Jerusalem. We revisited the southern wall excavations and
proudly told other visitors that one of its benefactors, Bill Davidson, was a
Detroiter, and spent a day in the expanded Israel Museum. We also visited
the Begin Museum and the Hertzl Museum, and the graves of Israel’s
leaders on Mt. Hertzl. We plan on going to the City of David area of the
city for the first time today. And there is nothing so moving as seeing the
sun set on the Kotel erev Shabbat or, for a Diaspora Jew, seeing an entire
city shut down in observance of Shabbat.

As for new discoveries, who would’ve thought the Be’er Sheva area had so
many things to do and see? Most tour books describe it as a sleepy little
town with nothing more to recommend it than a Bedouin market. Not
true! We spent a wonderful afternoon at the Israeli Air Force Museum just
south of the city. There are over 150 planes on display from Israel’s past
and the placards by each plane told the story of how Israel came to exist
and survive. (I loved the story about how four planes were smuggled into
Israel prior to the war of Independence as part of the shooting of a fake
movie!) And that was just one of many interesting sights in the area. We
plan on spending more time here the next time we come. The Negev is
one of the miracles of Israel, and we barely know it.

Israel is great because of the variety of trips you can take here —you can
take an archeological trip and visit excavation after excavation. Or take a
historical trip —either biblical or more recent, back to the days of the
founding of the state (visiting hiding places under ovens on kibbutizim
where bullets were illegally produced in anticipation of war when
statehood was declared). You can also concentrate on nature in Israel,
and take advantage of all the natural beauty of our homeland. We
bird-watched on Kibbutz K'far Ruppin in the beautiful Jordan Valley — and
saw remnants of the war with Jordan in barbed-wire fences and warnings
to stay on the trails because of danger of mines. That's another thing
about Israel — the evidence of conflict is never far away and it's a cause of
huge concern here, particularly with the Arab spring and the changing
political face of Egypt. We had lunch at Yotvata B'ir in Haifa, where the
delicious cheeses come from a dairy kibbutz in the south, and watched
the waves play on the shore of the Mediterranean Sea.

As in any Jewish family, you don’t necessarily need an enemy to fight with
when you have so many friends close by! The most recent internal Jewish
conflict is in Beit Shemesh, where the ultra Orthodox have outraged the
country with their disgraceful conduct toward girls in a modern Orthodox
school who they perceive are not dressing modestly.

Whatever your reason, whether it's your first or tenth trip to Israel, I'd
urge you to come. There’s nothing that has the ability to emotionally
and spiritually touch you than being home, in Israel. Whether it's reciting
psalms while touching the Kotel or hiking by the Kinneret, make Israel
part of your near future. Come home.

In closing, as I'm nearing the end of my trip and am preparing to return,
it strikes me that here in Israel, even for Orthodox Jews, the synagogue
is not the center of their Jewish life. They come to the synagogue to
pray and that's pretty much it. It's different for us in the Diaspora. The
synagogue is not only where we come to pray, it's a social center, an
education center and so much more. We rely on our synagogue for to
be the center of our Jewish life. And it’s a major part of our identity as
Jews. Without it, we would be lost in the Diaspora. My visit to Israel has
renewed my commitment to Congregation Beth Shalom where each
of us can pray, meet our friends, learn, celebrate and strengthen our
connection with Judaism and with the land of Israel. L'shana haba’a
b"Yerushalyim!

Some purchase for the long run while others leave
as soon as their temporary need (perhaps a life-cycle celebration) has
come to its end. Some jump periodically from model to model while
others stay committed to their brand for a lifetime.

Some like to be in the driver’s seat while others want to sit in the

back and criticize how the car is driven. And some see their car / dues
payments merely as an expense to be borne while others see it as an
investment in the twist and turns the highway of their life might take.

So, please think about your spiritual travels and how what “drives you”
might impact Congregation Beth Shalom and in turn, how your
synagogue can impact your “life’s daily travel plans.”

q “The Pawnbroker” is a 1964 drama film, starring Rod
Steiger, Geraldine Fitzgerald, Brock Peters and Jaime
Sanchez, and directed by Sidney Lumet. It was adapted
by Morton S. Fine and David Friedkin from the novel of
the same name by Edward Lewis Wallant.

The film was the first American movie to deal with

the Holocaust from the viewpoint of a survivor. With the
rise of Hitler, Sol Nazerman (Steiger), a German-Jewish
university professor, was dragged to a concentration camp
along with his family. He saw his two children die and his wife raped by
Nazi officers in the camp. Now he operates a pawnshop in East Harlem,
while living in an anonymous Bronz high-rise apartment. Numbed by his
experiences, Nazerman is bitter and alienated, viewing the people around
him as "rejects, scum." His is shown interacting cynically as he bargains with
his many desperate characters pawning their goods.
